Kreativlik - bu insonning shaxsiy xususiyati bo'lib, uning 0'z-0'zini
takomillashtirib va rivojlantirib borishi bilan bog'liq. Kreativlik so'zini ilk bor
1922-yilda AQSh olimi D. Simpson tomonidan go'llanilgan. Ushbu atama orqali

shaxs qolipdagi, stereotip, odatiy tafakkurdan voz kechish qobiliyatini ta'riflagan.

Kreativlik (lot. creatio - yaratish, vujudga keltirish) - bu insonning
noodatiy g'oya, fikr bera olish, muammolarni takrorlanmas, original yechimini
topish, tafakkurning an'anaviy shakllaridan voz kecha olishga bo'lgan
qobiliyatidir. Bolalar kreativlik yuzaga keltirish orqali oz dunyo qarashini yanada
keng namoyish etadi. Shu bilan birgalikda ular zamonaviy innovatsiyalarga
moslasha olish qobiliyatini shakllantirish, kelajak avlodni hamisha o‘zgarib
turadigan jamiyat hayotiga tayyorlash, zamon talabiga mos ravishda jamiyatni
takomillashtirish jarayonlarida faol ishtirok etish oliy ta’lim pedagoglari oldidagi

muhim kasbiy vazifalardir.
Bolalarda kreativlikni rivojlantirishda quyidagilarga e'tibor garatish zarur:

1) ular tomonidan ko'p savollar berilishini rag'batlantirish va bu odatni

go'llab-quvvatlash;
2) bolalarning mustagqilligini rag'batlantirish
va ularda javobgarlikni kuchaytirish;
3) bolalar tomonidan mustaqil faoliyatni

tashkil etilishi uchun imkoniyat yaratish;

4)bolalarning gizigishlariga e'tibor garatish.

Shaxsning o’zini 0’zi anglash ijodkorligi shaxs bilan uzviy bog’liq
bo’lganligi sababli, biz uni kundalik hayotda va kasbiy faoliyatning ko’plab
sohalarida uchratishimiz mumkin. Boshlang'ich sinf o'quvchilarning kreativ
gobiliyatini rivojlantirish usullari va vositalariga ta'sir giluvchi muhim omillardan
biri o'gituvchi-o'quvchilar hamkorligi ekanligiga alohida e'tibor garatildi.
Ma'lumki, ta'lim jarayoni ikki yoglama xarakterga ega bo'lib, o'gituvchi va
o'quvchilarning teng munosabatlaridan tashkil topadi. Bu jarayonga rahbarlik
giluvchi o'gituvchi ta'lim jarayonining to'g'ri tashkiletilishi, ta'lim magsadlarining
to'g'ri amalga oshirilishi va ta'lim natijalari uchun javobgar shaxs hisoblanadi.
Ammo bu, ta'lim jarayoni o'gituvchining to'lig hukmronligi ostida amalga

oshadigan jarayon, degan noto'g'ri fikrning tug'ilishiga asos bo'la olmaydi.

A.X.Maslou ijodkorlikda o‘z-o‘zini namoyon qilishning ikki darajasini
anigladi: birinchisi — “insonda to‘satdan anglash, ilhom, qiyin kechinmalar
bo‘ladigan beixtiyor ijodkorlik”, “ikkinchisi — ixtiyoriy, mashaqgqatli mehnat,
uzluksiz ta’lim, mukammallikka intilish. “ . A.X.Maslou ijodkorlikni inson
tabiatining asosiy xususiyati deb biladi, ya’ni u barcha odamlarda tug‘ma
qobiliyatdir, lekin u hayot davomida ma’lum ijtimoiy to‘siqlar natijasida
yo‘qoladi. Kreativlikni yuzaga chiqarishga garshi bo‘lgan omillar bor ularga ota-
ona yaxshi sharoit yaratib bermaslik. Har doim ijodkotni tinch quymaslik, turli
manfatsiz ishlarni buyirish kabilarni aytib o‘tishimiz mumkin.Quyidagi omillar

shaxsda kreativlikni rivojlantirishga to'sqinlik giladi:
1) o'zini tavakkaldan olib gochish;
2) fikrlash va xatti-harakatlarda qo'pollikka yo'l go'yish;
3) shaxs fantaziyasi va tasavvurining yuqori baholanmasligi;
4) boshgalarga tobe bo'lish;

5) har ganday holatda ham fagat yutugni o'ylash.
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Ta'lim jarayonida o'quvchilar faoliyatining shakllanishi fan asoslarini

o'zlashtirishga oid mexanizmgina bo'lib golmasdan, balki shaxsning umumiy
Ijtimoiy-madaniy qobiliyatlarini tarkib toptirishga ham qaratilishini unutmaslik
lozim. Bizningcha, o'quv vaziyati ta'lim jarayonini tashkil giluvchi o'zgaruvchan

tizim sanalib, u quyidagicha ikki gismdan iborat:
- o'gituvchi bilan o'quvchilar hamkorligi;
- 0'quvchilarning o'zaro bir-birlari bilan hamkorligi.

Bolalarda kreativlikni rivojlantirish uchun quyidagi usullarni amalga
oshirish mumkin: 1.0’yinlar va mashg’ulotlar: Bolalar uchun o’yinlar va
mashg’ulotlar orqali kreativlikni rivojlantirish oson va qizigarli bo’ladi. O’yinlar
orgali bolalarning fikrmulohazalari va ijodiy qobiliyatlarini rivojlantirish

mumkin.

2. San’at va ruhiy faoliyatlar: Rang-barang materiallar orqali san’at va
ruhiy faoliyatlar tashkil etish, bolalar uchun ijodiy gobiliyatlarini rivojlantirishga
yordam beradi. Rang-barang materiallar bilan ishlash, qog’oz, rangli galam,

bo’yoqlar va boshqa materiallar ishlatish kreativlikni oshiradi.

3. Kitob o’qish va hikoyalar: Bolalarga kitob o’qish va hikoyalar eshitish
orgali fikrlash va ijodiy gobiliyatlarini rivojlantirish mumkin. Bolalar hikoyalar

orgali yangi fikrlar olish va fikr bildirishni o’rganishadi.

4. ljodiy savollar va muammolar: Bolalarga ijodiy savollar va muammolar
berish, ularning fikrlash va yechim topish qobiliyatlarini rivojlantirishga yordam
beradi. Ular savollar orqali o’z fikrlarini bayon etish, muammolarga yechim

topishni va mulohaza yuritishni o’rganishadi.

5. O’zgartiruvchi mubhit yaratish: Bolalar kreativlikni rivojlantirish uchun
o’zgartiruvchi muhitga ega bo’lishi kerak. Ular kreativlikni oshirish uchun

erkinlik va qo’llab-quvvatlashgan muhitda bo’lishlari kerak.

6. Jjodiy mashg’ulotlar: Bolalar ijodiy mashg’ulotlar orqali fikr-

mulohazalarni rivojlantirish va yangi yechimlar qidirishni o’rganishadi. Masalan,

qog’oz, bo’yoqlar, qalam va boshga materiallar bilan ishlash orgali bolalarda

kreativlik oshadi.

7. Tushunchalar va fikrlar o’rtasida muloqgotlar: Bolalarga o’z fikrlarini
bayon etish va tushunchalarini ifodalash uchun imkoniyatlar yaratish muhimdir.
Ular bilan mulogot qilish va ularning fikrlarini eshitish, ularda kreativlikni

rivojlantirishiga yordam beradi.

8.Kreativlikda ta’lim bilan bog’liq bo’lgan mashg’ulotlar: Kreativlikni
rivojlantirish uchun magsadga muvofiq ta’lim bilan bog’liq bo’lgan mashg’ulotlar
tashkil etish muhimdir. Bu masalaga oid ta’limiy dasturlar va mashg’ulotlar orgali
bolalarda kreativlikni oshirishadi.

9. Dars jarayonida yangi interfaol metodlar va didaktik o‘yinlardan
foydalanish o‘quvchilarni kreativ fikrlashga o‘rgatadi.Bunda masalan quyidagi
interfaol metodlarni qo‘llash mumkin: ,,Bog’la”, ,,Buterbrot’’, Bermurd
uchburchagi’’, ,, Aqliy hujum’’, ,Inervyu’’, ,,Musavvir’’, ,,Qo‘sh daraxt’,
,Orzular daraxti’’, Ofchirg’ich’’, ,,Qadamma qadam’® , Musiqiy didaktik
o‘yinlar’” ,Aksiya’’, ,,Kimoshdi”’.

Boshlang'ich ta'lim - bu har bir bolaning hayotida chuqur iz goldiruvchi
ta'lim turidan biri bo'lib, ta'limning bu bosgichida pedagog o'gituvchilarga katta
mas'uliyat yuklatiladi. Ya'ni boshlang'ich sinf o'quvchilarining kreativlik
gobiliyatlarini rivojlantirish metodikasi hali maxsus o'rganishni talab etmoqda.
Yugoridagi fikrlarni umumlashtirgan holda kreativlik va ijodkorlik aynan bir xil
ma'no anglatmaydi degan fikrga keldik. Chunki, ijodkorlik deganda barchaning
ko'z o'ngiga ma'lum bir narsani ixtirosi,chizmasi va hokazolar kelishi mumkin.
Lekin biz tadgigotimizda kreativlikni, dars jarayonida berilgan vazifaga hech
kimnikiga o'xshamas yo'l topish va uni ilmiy asoslay olish, yangicha fikrlash, uni
tadbiq eta olish gobiliyati deb oldik.

Yugorida aytilganlarning barchasini hisobga olgan holda, men shunday
xulosaga kelishim mumkin.O’zbek tilida o’quvchilarni kreativ fikrlashga

o’rgatish, ularning o’z fikrlarini ifodalash, muammolarga yaratuvchilik bilan
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yondashish, yangi yechimlar gidirish va taklif gilishga odatlangan bo’lish, ijodiy

yondashuv va hamkorlik gilishni talab etadi.

Creativity is a personal characteristic of a person, which is related to his
self-improvement and development. The word creativity was first used in 1922
by the American scientist D. Simpson. By this term, a person described the ability
to abandon a mold, a stereotype, a habitual way of thinking. In the development
of creativity in children, it is necessary to pay attention to the following:

1) encourage them to ask a lot of questions and support this habit;

2) encourage children's independence

and increase their accountability;

3) independent activity by children

creating an opportunity for organization;

4) focus on children's interests.

Since the creativity of a person's self-awareness is intrinsically related
to the personality, we can meet it in everyday life and in many areas of
professional activity. Special attention was paid to the fact that one of the
important factors affecting the methods and means of developing creative abilities
of primary school students is teacher-student cooperation. It is known that the
educational process has a two-way character and consists of equal relations
between the teacher and the students. The teacher who leads this process is
responsible for the correct organization of the educational process, the correct
implementation of educational goals and educational results. But this cannot be
the basis for the wrong idea that the educational process takes place under the
complete control of the teacher.

Creativity (lat. creatio - to create, create) is a person's ability to come
up with an unusual idea, idea, to find a non-repetitive, original solution to
problems, to abandon traditional forms of thinking. Children show their world
view more broadly by creating creativity. At the same time, forming the ability to
adapt to modern innovations, preparing the future generation for the life of an

ever-changing society, actively participating in the processes of improving society
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in accordance with the needs of the times are important professional tasks for

higher education pedagogues. A.H. Maslow identified two levels of self-
expression in creativity: the first is "involuntary creativity in which a person has
sudden realization, inspiration, difficult experiences", "the second is voluntary,
hard work, continuous education, striving for perfection. . A.H. Maslow believes
that creativity is the main feature of human nature, that is, it is an innate ability of
all people, but it disappears during life as a result of certain social obstacles. There
are factors that are against the emergence of creativity, parents do not create good
conditions for them. We can mention such things as not always allowing creativity
to flow in peace, ordering various unprofitable tasks. The following factors
prevent the development of creativity in a person:

1) avoiding risk;

2) allow rudeness in thinking and behavior;

3) underestimation of personal fantasy and imagination;

4) subordination to others;

5) think only of success in any case.

It should not be forgotten that the formation of students’ activities in
the educational process is not only a mechanism for mastering the fundamentals
of science, but also focuses on the formation of general socio-cultural abilities of
a person. In our opinion, the educational situation is a variable system that
organizes the educational process, and it consists of two parts:

- cooperation of students with the teacher;

- cooperation of students with each other.

The following methods can be used to develop creativity in children: 1.
Games and activities: It is easy and interesting for children to develop creativity
through games and activities. Children's thinking and creative abilities can be
developed through games.

2. Art and spiritual activities: Organizing art and spiritual activities

through colorful materials helps children to develop their creative abilities.
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Working with colorful materials, using paper, colored pencils, paints and other

materials increases creativity.

3. Reading books and stories: Children can develop their thinking and
creative abilities by reading books and listening to stories. Children learn to get
new ideas and express themselves through stories.

4. Creative questions and problems: Asking children creative questions
and problems helps them develop their thinking and problem-solving skills. They
learn to express their opinions, find solutions to problems and reason through
guestions.

5. Create a transformative environment: Children must have a
transformative environment to develop creativity. They need to be in an
environment where they have the freedom and support to develop their creativity.

6. Creative activities: Through creative activities, children learn to
develop opinions and search for new solutions. For example, children's creativity
increases by working with paper, paints, pencils and other materials.

7. Communication between concepts and ideas: It is important to create
opportunities for children to express their ideas and express their ideas.
Communicating with them and hearing their opinions will help them develop
creativity.

8. Activities related to education in creativity: It is important to organize
activities related to education in accordance with the purpose for the development
of creativity. Children's creativity is increased through educational programs and
activities related to this issue.

9. The use of new interactive methods and didactic games in the course of
the lesson teaches students to think creatively. For example, the following
interactive methods can be used: "Connect”, "Butterbrot”, "Bermurd's triangle",
"Brainstorm”, “Inervyu", "Musavvir®, "Double Tree", "Tree of Dreams",
"Eraser”, "Step by Step", Musical didactic games, Aksiya, Kimoshdi. Primary
education is one of the types of education that leaves a deep mark on the life of

every child, and at this stage of education, pedagogues have a great responsibility.
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That is, the method of developing the creative abilities of elementary school

students still requires special study. Summarizing the above points, we came to
the conclusion that creativity and creativity do not mean exactly the same thing.
Because creativity means inventing something, drawing, etc. But in our research,
we took creativity as the ability to find a unique way to the given task in the course
of the lesson and to be able to substantiate it scientifically, to think in a new way,
and to be able to apply it.

Taking into account all of the above, I can come to the following
conclusion. Teaching students in Uzbek to think creatively, to express their
thoughts, to approach problems creatively, to be used to searching for and offering
new solutions, to be creative requires approach and cooperation.
